member other than the President to Chair this meeting? 

 

An Annual General Meeting of the Society is required, as per the Societies 

Act, to be held within 3 months of the annual date of the last AGM of the 

Society. The last Anarchist Mountain Community Society ï AGM was held 

October 30, 2008, therefore the proposed meeting is within this required time 

period. 

   

A quorum of members will exist when 25% of the membership are present in 

person, or through a proxy held by a person in attendance at the Annual 

General meeting (68 members ï 25% = 17 members). The Secretary will 

announce any Proxies obtained (10 proxies recôd). The Secretary will then 

declare whether a quorum is present.  

 

 If a quorum is not present within 30 minutes of the appointed time for the 

commencement of the meeting, the meeting will be adjourned and be 

reconvened at a later date.

Å Main problems are Fir/Spruce 
Budworm & Pine Beetle  

Å Many pine trees flagged, and 
owners removed & burned them 
in spring 2011. If you have red 
trees, examine others within 25 
metres (pitch pipes, sawdust, 
red needles, evidence of 
woodpeckers) cut then down 
and burn them before April fire 
ban
